(hint: it's a number that looks like XXX XXXX XXXX)

Press "Join"

How to join a Zoom call
with a Meeting ID

Press "Join
Meeting"

Press and type (or
paste in!) the

Meeting ID, then
your name.

Click "Join"

The first time you join a call, 

make sure you allow Zoom "permissions" to work properly!
